
 

 

SCHOLARSHIP AND FREESHIPS POLICY 

Telangana Tribal Welfare Residential Degree College for Men Kamareddy has been 

established to cater to the needs of financially poor students, mostly from the Scheduled 

Tribe Community. 

As per the norms of the Telangana Tribal Welfare Residential Educational Institutions, only 

economically poor students are eligible for admission to our college. The annual income of 

the parent shall not exceed Rs.2,00,000/- per annum (for Urban students) and Rs.1,50,000/- 

(for Rural students) as certified by the Tahasildar. 

It is mandatory for each student to submit annual income certificate at the time of admission 

to ensure that they fit into this criterion. 

Therefore, all the students admitted in our college are eligible for all the Freeships/Amenities 

provided by the college. These include: 

 Free Education including the exam fee and books 

 Free hostel and mess 

 Free coaching for higher education 

 Free health check-up and treatment
