Solid waste management:

Solid waste management : The waste is generated by all varieties of routine
activities collected in the College that includes papers, plastics, glasses, metals,
foods, etc.

The administrative supervisor in each block confirms that the waste in each floor
is composed at the designated time intervals. The workers in each floor collect,
clean, segregate and compile the waste in the dustbins provided at each floor.

The floors dustbins are collected and transferred to containers/dustbins provided
for each block and are taken to the dumping yard provided by the College. Solid
waste includes both biodegradable and non-biodegradable waste.

The non-biodegradable solid waste produced in the campus include papers,
plastics, metal cans etc. Biodegradable waste comprises food waste, vegetable
peels, leaves etc. ‘Use and throw’ items like plastic cups, plates etc. used in the
college canteen are exchanged by reusable items like steel glasses and plates.
Glasses, papers and metal wastes are traded for recyclers. Food waste and non-
biodegradable waste are collected in separate bins.
